Summary

There is still little knowledge on the development of the pragmatic patterns of
language use. Therefore, this doctoral dissertation ia an attempt to deal with the process of
pragmaticalization of the modal verbs could and would, its relation to the other processes
of language change, as well as its outcomes: pragmatic markers and hedges. The main aim
of the dissertation is to carry out quantitative and qualitative, corpus-based, research of
semantic and pragmatic characteristics of the modal verbs could and would, as well as
pragmatic markers and hedges, derived from these modal verbs. The specific aims of the
work include the formulation of the paths of change, the comparison of the development of
could and would, testing of the (inter)subjectivity hypothesis, the verification of the claim
that the frequency of the basic modal verbs decreases at the beginning of 21% century, as
well as the attempt to answer whether the pragmatic markers encode any kind of modality.

The work combines quantitative analysis, i.e. frequency monitoring, as well as
qualitative analysis, interpretation through discourse analysis. The research was carried out
on five electronic corpora: one diachronic corpus ARCHER (A Representative Corpus of
Historical English Registers) and four synchronic corpora: Lancaster1931, LOB (London/
Oslo / Bergen), BNC (The British National Corpus) and BEO6 (British English 2006 ). We
will consider “pragmaticalized” those forms that have a dominant pragmatic function, far
enough from their previous (probably still existing) propositional and/ or grammatical
functions.

Based on semantic-pragmatic and syntactic paths of development, it might be
concluded that there is a partial or complete loss of the core semantic meaning in
pragmatic markers pragmaticalized as directives or comissives, and that both verbs
pragmaticalized in the direction of greater tentativeness in expressing a stance. Most
pragmatic markers and hedges are formed in the second half of the 19" century and the
first half of the 20™ century. Most pragmatic markers show a slight decrease, except Could

| and could used as a hedge. High frequency is not directly proportional to the degree of



pragmaticalization, and different markers have reached different stages of this process. In
pragmatic markers and hedges, the modal verbs could and would mostly serve as “green
light” for inferring processes to happen, but sometimes speakers deliberately use their dual
nature to protect their face. The modals in pragmatic markers have evolved from different
meanings, and modality is sometimes present in a smaller degree (would you), while it
could also be completely bleached (would you like).

The work consists of the introduction, three chapters (a chapter on the theoretical
framework, a chapter on the pragmaticalization of the modal verb could, a chapter on the
pragmaticalization of the modal verb would) and the conclusion providing an overview of
the paths of pragmaticalization, the characteristics of the analyzed pragmatic markers, a
summary of the results of qualitative and quantitative research and comparisons with the
previous studies in this field.
