The paper presents the research findings about the
impact of art in the school curriculum on the development of
children and youth. We especially focus on the impact of artistic
content and participation in the artistic process of young people at
rick, or those who come from socially, economically and
emotionally deprived families. The findings of numerous authors
suggest that fine arts and music, dance and drama, as part of regular
and extracurricular activities, have a very positive effect on the
development of abilities and characteristics that can integrate
children and youth into the community.
