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Resume:

This research offers the answer to the question how much Mr. Slobodan Jovanovic as, a
respectable name of Serbian social science, was involved in a complex corpus of the

Serbian political heritage.

This research has "priority", as according to the scientific theory of Slobodan Jovanovic, a
new knowledge dimension is established imposing the scientific theme that was pushed
away for long time, concerning the Serbian political tradition. The researcher of recognized

intellectual and political heritage.

Using "traditional™ research methods and the knowledge of collecting reliable scientific
knowledge, the author paid required attention to the theoretical aspects of the Serbian

political tradition.

As a result of the research, it is offered to the science publicity a weaker approach to the
matter of the Serbian political tradition that overcomes in a great deal the existing view of

this theme.

The essence of this theoretical concept contains:

1. medieval Serbia and its church, the Kosovo myth, epic poetry, historical heroes,
Byzantine Empire, Osmanli and European influence, eminent scientists, local
costumes and events,

2. significations like freedom ship, justice, equality, conflict, the authorities, treasure
and violence, nationalism, stereotypes,

3. the content ( regulations, political institutions, other political and legal acts,
parliamental status, political fights, significant political affairs and persons, political
procedures, governmental symbols and celebrations), and,

4. foreign and interior actors that construct the political tradition, political elites, rulers,

people, army, allies, the world’s tutors, integration, transition.

In this research it is stressed the universal tradition as a planet gain that is beyond
generation borders, state and national borders, time and space. Tradition is marked as an
overall national experience behavior and values that secure the existence development and

personal identity same as the identity of society. Its role of "standard™ is stressed, as well as



the behavior in political life of Serbia in a longer time. Tradition gains the most valuable in
political life. Each reasonable policy counts on political tradition as connecting body
between generations of politicians. Serbia of 19th century is named as the initial place of
all new appearances of Serbian political tradition, because everything that happened in that
century looking through the latest happenings, more or less showed as "deja vu".
In this research it is confirmed that Slobodan Jovanovic didn't make personal theory,
system or a concept of Serbian tradition. He is not analyst as well, nor its apologist or a
critics, but above all its interpreter. In it's works a strong base for realistic political
approach is found with clear socio-psychological explanations of Serbian political
tradition. The research of the topics is not original concerning its target but its valuable
remarks are given that represents respectful value for the political theory, political history,
political sociology, political culture and political followers in Serbia. Personalities of
politicians represent colorful variety of them in his historical and political analyses. Its
result of Jovanovic's right state that people in politics are more important than the
institutions itself. The research followed clearly established analytical theme based on
some theoretical indicators which identified presence of the following elements of Serbian
political tradition in Jovanovic's work. First, political institution in Serbia in 19th century,

as unavoidable art of political heritage.

Second, The rule of Obrenovic dynasty as an example of traditionally authoritative

rule.

Third, conflict between parties as a traditional way of fighting among them, within

Serbia and its society.

Fourth, state and party leaders as a result of traditional relationship of personal
political power on a leading position.

Fifth, spreading of the political ideas and movements through Serbia as a part of the

European and Serbian political traditions.

Sixth, postwar Jugoslavia as a pure "totalitarian regime" of the charismatic leader and

his party.
Seventh, the Serbia national identity as the essence of its political tradition.

Eight, the extreme political behavior or the tradition of political violence and
repression

and

Ninth, a personal experience of the scientists in policy.



The researcher having example of personality of Slobodan Jovanovic and his work is
giving the message in a current moment of Serbia. Jovanovic was an European thinker
concerned about his people’s destiny and his country. If there were more thinkers like him,
Serbia and its elite would probably create its action more realistically and would fit into

democratic standards more skillful that other nations had already accepted.

Since the political tradition for the Serbs is the question of the "rooting or eradication" it is

greater responsibility of Serbian scientist for explaining the political tradition.
