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QUANTIFICATION AND EXISTENCE

Problems of Existential Quantification in Serbian and English Languages

Abstract

In linguistics, the problem of existence is explored within two other problems: 1) Which
sentences are the existential ones? 2) Which quantifiers can appear in existential sentences?
Regarding logics, the first question is formulated as 3) what does the existential sentence state
as a proposition? Though the answers are different, there is a common opinion on what the
prototype of an existential sentence is, or, which verbs are to be investigated. So, for English it
is verb be, and for Serbian, verb umatu (have), its form uma. Generally, it is supposed that if we
analyse sentences that have exist as their main verb, the results can only be trivial and hence,
this kind of analysis is extremely rear. Nevertheless, as we have accepted the hypothesis, based
on Bondarenko's statement, that category of existence is primarily realized by verbs where verb
exist is the basic existential verb, we started our analysis with sentences containing exist as the
main verb. Comparing bare and "extended" sentences with exist, uma (have), 6uno, and be as
the main verbs, we got the following results:

1) Verbs exist, uma (6mio), and be cover different layers of "existence". The first, carried by
verb exist, refer to everything (cee) as any thing that belongs either to the set of elements that
can be directly "counted" or to the set of elements that can be indirectly counted, after being
"measured". Verb uma (have) for Serbian and verb be for English, refer primarily to particular
something, belonging to one of the mentioned sets, introducing the layer of "human", i.e. the
measure, especially for time and space; for both languages, verb be also specifies the measure
for time, introduces _state‘ and a new layer as "event", so enabling "Event verbs" to appear,
referring to "existence" as concrete (animate or inanimate) and abstract, particular and general,
to all(ceu) as a whole, or an "event".

2) The form of the sentences is also changed, from personal "extended" sentences containing
verb exist to "impersonal" sentences containing verbs nma (6ui0) and be, so as the "impersonal"
sentences carried by Event verbs.

3) Though differences between two languages, regarding grammatical form of the "extended"
sentences so as the functions assigned to verb be, are obvious, still, it is clear that category of
existence, if realized by verbs, containing several layers, has different meaning depending on its
layer: at the first layer, the meaning of "exist" is to belong; at the second, the meaning of "exist"
is to be instantiated, and at the third, "exist" is defined as some sort of "event", simple or

complex.



4) Regarding quantifiers, we can notice that at each of the layers, some specific quantifiers
prevail, but taking into account all layers of the "existence", all sorts of quantifiers are included.

5) To sum it up, if we accept that existential verbs realize "existence", than we can also accept
that all "positive" quantifiers are existential, and that their specific appearance and function

depend on the layer of "existence" in question.
