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GOING A STEP FURTHER:
INTEGRATED TEACHER EDUCATION CURRICULUM

Foreign language education has been undergoing significant changes in the
past decades. Boundaries are being moved from language learning as an aim in
its own right to language use as a means of general cognitive development. As a
field of applied linguistics, foreign language teaching has branched out into a vast
area of interdisciplinary work. Known as Language Across the Curriculum (LAC),
Content Based Instruction (CBI) or Content and Language Integrated Learning
(CLIL), this innovative method of intertwined foreign language and non-lan-
guage content teaching has vastly enriched the process of education in thousands
of schools, bringing to the forefront the significance of multilingualism. However,
certain challenges are still to be met. While differing syllabuses quite conveniently
lend themselves to integration, different teachers’ efforts to work in one another’s
respective areas seem to be an arduous undertaking, as numerous reports show.
No short courses can provide quality training for complex approaches to teach-
ing. A solution to the problem lies in thorough education and long-term prepara-
tion for work in multifaceted educational programmes. Based on the descriptive
method, this paper presents the Integrated Teacher Education Curriculum (ITEC)
of the Teacher Education Faculty in Belgrade, which offers such training to future
preschool and primary school teachers within a five-year English Language Mod-
ule study.
