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DIFFERENCES IN THE FREQUENCY OF EMOTIONAL
SUPPORT IN TV INSTRUCTION OF CLASSROOM
AND SUBJECT TEACHERS

The aim of this research was to examine differences in the frequency of
subject and classroom teachers’ emotional support strategies in TV instruc-
tion, which was used during the first wave of school closures in 3/4 of the
world’s countries (UNICEE 2020). We subjected 33 lessons - 2 for each subject
of social and natural sciences in each grade (I-VIII) to systematic observations
using the Protocol for the Evaluation of TV Instruction (Plazini¢, 2020) in or-
der to examine the assumption of a greater readiness of classroom teachers to
recognize and support student motivation which can somewhat explain the
better relative placement of students from Serbia compared to the international
average at the end of the first cycle of compulsory education, as opposed to the
second cycle. A T-test [t(32) = 3.067, p = < .00] confirms significant differences
regarding the frequency of emotional support between classroom (M = 3, SD
=.63) and subject teachers (M = 2.36, SD = .48). Classroom teachers are more
likely to provide emotional support, more often express positive expectations,
and value the student’s perspective to a greater extent. Although the research
is focused on TV instruction, which is not representative of teaching in gener-
al, our results, in the context of many times replicated findings about the rela-
tively higher achievements of students from Serbia at the end of the first cycle
of compulsory education compared to the international average and relatively
low achievements at the end of the second cycle suggest that students of dif-
ferent cycles are exposed to teaching practices of different effectiveness. These
findings can lead to specific recommendations regarding the scope of ,teach-
ing” subjects and the structure of the initial education of teachers who teach in
different educational cycles.
